12024 CONSTRUCTION PLANS FOR SPRUCE GROVE CITY CENTRE[

Construction Plans Unveiled for Spruce Grove City Centre in 2024

Calahoo Road and Mohr Avenue, facing east. Calahoo Road and Mohr Avenue, facing south.

City Centre construction in 2024 will primarily focus on Calahoo Road and Mohr
Avenue.

Construction on Calahoo Road involves surface work, including overlaying roadways
and replacing some concrete. Efforts are made to conduct most of the work in the
evening to minimize disruption to businesses, although daytime work is also
scheduled. This initiative follows underground work completed in 2023.

As for Mohr Avenue, plans entail replacing waterlines from Calahoo Road to Queen
Street and repairing or replacing sanitary systems from Calahoo Road to Main Street.
Road closures will occur in the area to facilitate this work, which is being undertaken

to support the construction of a new facility by the Meridian Housing Foundation.

There will also be some completion work on Main Street and McLeod Avenue in the
spring. This involves repairs of any concrete and asphalt deficiencies. Additionally,
landscaping efforts, including the installation of an irrigation system and planting of

shrubs in planter boxes and medians, will be completed.

Planned work in 2025 will be Mohr Avenue surface work and King Street
underground. Work will then shift to Church and First Avenue in subsequent years.
